
CAIRO/ALEXANDRIA/ASWAN/ABU SIMBEL/KOM OMBO/EDFU/ESNA/LUXOR

DAY 1 : KUALA LUMPUR ���� BAHRAIN

Assemble at KLIA and depart on your pleasant flight to Cairo via Bahrain. Transit overnight accommodation (tourist class hotel)

and meals in Bahrain provided by Gulf Air.

DAY 2 : BAHRAIN ���� CAIRO ( Dinner )

Transfer to Bahrain airport, depart on your pleasant flight to Cairo. Upon arrival at Cairo International Airport, meet and greet by

local guide, then proceed for city sightseeing tour of Cairo, proceed to visit the Citadel of Saladin and Alabaster Mosque of

Mohamed Ali. The Citadel was built by Saladin in 1176 to fortify the city against the threat of the Crusaders.

DAY 3 : CAIRO / ASWAN ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner )

This morning, proceed to visit Pyramids of Giza & The Sphinx - the only surviving of the Seven Ancient Wonders of the World.

Enjoy the Camel ride on the desert. Next, proceed to Saqqara, the step pyramid built for Pharaoh Zoser and the oldest

limestone structure in the world. View Memphis, the ancient capital of Egypt. Back to Cairo, transfer to the largest bazaar in

Middle East --Khan Al Khalili for shopping. After dinner, we board an overnight sleeper train (twin sharing basis) to Aswan.

DAY 4 : ASWAN / NILE CRUISE ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner )

Arrival Aswan in the morning, proceed for city sightseeing tour ,view the enormous Unfinished Obelisk, view the Old Dam and

High Dam which provides irrigation and electricity to the whole of Egypt. Take a boat ride to the Temple of Philae, rising from

the waters of the Nile on the Island of Isis. Sail in a Felucca around the Elephantine Islands and view the Agha Khan

Mausoleum. Overnight on board Nile River Cruise . Welcome dinner will be served on board.

DAY 5 : ASWAN / ABU SIMBEL / KOM OMBO / EDFU ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner )

Early morning, take an excursion to the magnificent Abu Simbel ( included admission ), one of the most famous ancient

monuments after the Pyramids of Giza. The temple was once at risk of being submerged under water in the 1960s. With help

from UNESCO, Egyptologists and antiquity experts, the temple was dismantled from where it was built over 3000 years ago

and repositioned to where it is standing now. Return to Nile Cruise and sail to Kom Ombo to see the double Temples of

Sobek and Horus The Elder. Sail to Edfu. Overnight on board Nile River Cruise.

DAY 6 : EDFU / ESNA / LUXOR ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner )

After breakfast, transfer by Kalesh, a horse drawn carriage to the Temple of Horus and the Falcon God, this temple took over

200 years to build making it one of the Egypt's last great monuments. Leisurely sail to Edfu. Enjoy the beautiful sight of ancient

village along the banks of the Nile. Passing through the locks at Esna. Continue sailing to Luxor and overnight onboard Nile

River Cruise.

DAY 7: LUXOR���� CAIRO ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner )

This morning, disembark from the cruise and drive to West Bank to visit The Valley of the Kings, where opened tomb of King

Tutankhamen lies. Visit the Temple of Hatshepsut, built for the great queen Hatshepsut. After that, visit Karnak Temple, one

of the largest temple complexes in history. Be overwhelmed by its intricate architecture and grandiose proportions. Then, View

the Colossi of Memnon, mortuary temple in Thebes guarded by two gigantic statues. Next, visit the Temple of Luxor,

dedicated to god Amon Ra, built in the time of Amenhotep II and Ramesses II. Tonight, take a domestic flight to Cairo.

DAY 8 : CAIRO / ALEXANDRIA / CAIRO ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner )

Today, drive north to Alexandria, known as Pearl of the Mediterranean. Upon arrival, proceed for sightseeing at places of

interest such as the Catacombs and Pompey’s Pillars. Thereafter, visit Qait Bay Fort which was built in the 15th century. The

fort was built on the site of Alexandria’s ancient lighthouse, one of the ancient 7 Wonders of the Ancient World, which was

destroyed by an earthquake. Afterwards, have a photo stop at the beautiful Abu al–Abbas al-Mursi Mosque and the famous

Montazah Palace Gardens. On your way back to Cairo, enjoy a leisurely stroll along the shore of the eastern harbour that

overlooks the Mediterranean.

DAY 9 : CAIRO ���� BAHRAIN ���� KUALA LUMPUR ( Breakfast / Lunch )

After breakfast, visit to the Egyptian Museum which contains the largest and finest collections of Pharaonic antiquities in the

world. The Royal Mummy Room (excludes admission) houses the bodies of 11 pharaohs. After lunch, transfer to Cairo

International Airport for your homeward bound flight via Bahrain
